Certificate of Completion

Any high school special education student may earn a diploma by completing the required course of study for the Michigan Merit Curriculum(MMC) High School Graduation Requirements. For those students unable to meet the (MMC) graduation requirements,, a Certificate of Completion is an option .A certificate of completion is awarded to a student with a disability who is unable to meet the regular district course of study and state requirements for a diploma due to the nature or severity of the disability. The students will have the opportunity to earn a completion diploma, due to the necessity for a more functional based focus that will allow students to succeed in the post secondary world.

The Certificate of Completion requirements have been established using the Life Centered Career Education (LCCE) Expectations  and the State of Michigan Extended Benchmarks. The LCCE curriculum was presented to the  Albion Board of Education by Mrs. Cathy Motter and Mrs. Ellen Brooks on June 1, 2004, at which time the curriculum and materials were approved.  The information has proved to be invaluable in the establishment of the following criteria and courses.  I have also correlated the Extended High School Content Expectations-Supported Independence- (EHSCE.SI) and the Extended High School Content Expectations-Functional Independence ( EHSCE.FI)  into each of the courses offered in Certificate of Completion requirements. 

The LCCE  curriculum is broken into competencies and sub-competencies. All of the competencies fall into the following subjects: 

· English/ Language Arts

· Math

· Social Studies

· Science

· Self Determination

· Vocational Education

From that, come courses taught in the Cognitively Impaired program.  The following courses will be offered on a rotational basis over a three or four year period, dependent upon the subject. For instance, US History & Geography or Life Skills would be offered once every three years, whereas, Practical English would be offered every fourth year.  Therefore, all competencies and sub-competencies of the LCCE and the Extended Benchmarks, from the State of Michigan, will be covered over a four-year period. The competencies, sub-competencies and extended benchmarks have been organized and placed in each course. (See Course Objectives for specific skills and knowledge covered)
